e Enrollment numbers

o From the beginning of February last year to now, we are down in new students- 21%
in accepted students and down 31% in pre-registered students overall.

o MA is down 30% in accepted and pre-registered students.

o Doctoral programs are up 97% in accepted and down 50% in pre-registered students.

o Programs that have had drops include Nutrition, Library, MBA, and Nursing.
