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• COVID-19 is hypothesized to hinder the accuracy 
with which school psychologists administer and 
score the WJ IV Tests of Achievement (WJ IV ACH)

• We recruited 35 practitioners to submit test records 
from before and during the pandemic

• Wilcoxon signed-rank test was used to identify 
differences in accuracy before and during the 
pandemic

• The impact of COVID-19 on administration 
and scoring of the WJ IV ACH appears to be 
minimal

• Future research is needed that specifically 
examines the impact of remote 
administrations
